Acrylic Painting Wisdom from Painting 2 & 3 Students:

“Only paint something you can see yourself do well.”

“Remember, you can fix a mistake with acrylic paint.”

“How to make black:  Mix brown and blue—add a little red if necessary.  How to make gray: one you make black—add white.”

“You can add water to acrylic paint to give it a smoother texture.”

“Don’t overthink it.  Just do it.  By no mean put it off!  Start early, even if you think you’re ahead, you’re not.  Give it a few days.”

“Trust Mrs. Sparks.”

“Don’t freak out!”

“Use as much color as possible.”

“Try to come up with something that you like, and stick to it.”

“Use an apron.”

“Have a trusty ‘baby’ brush for details.”

“Don’t be offended if Mrs. Sparks just nods when she walks past you working on yoru project.”

“Your first idea won’t usually work out.  In fact, it usually doesn’t.  Sometimes you’ll go through 25 ideas before finding one that will work that is completely different from where you started.”

“Don’t squeeze the paint bottles.”

“Canvases are more fun.”

“Sometimes the craziest ideas work better.”

“The ‘nest’ is nice, but getting kicked out isn’t all that bad when you get used to it.”

“To make gray: mix blue and red to get a slightly redder tinted purple.  Then add green until it turns black.
