Invitation:  The invitation must include where and when and a “You are Invited” type phrase.  You may change the shape of the invite from the template as long as it is still close to that size.  You may also use a different shape other than a plain rectangle.
Menu: The menu must include 2 choices each for Appetizer, Main Course, and Dessert.  Make sure that the menu matches the theme.  You are encouraged to play with the shape and size of the menu.
Place Setting: The place setting is one of the most important pieces.  It should convey the theme in a tasteful way.  Remember that the plate is a piece of china, so the design should reflect a simple pattern.  The background can be considered a tablecloth that might include an elegant or funky pattern.  The napkin can include some decoration because it is cloth.  You will be expected to find silverware to match your occasion.  The silverware must be realistic and you may find a pattern you like.
Grades

Each component (Invitation, Menu, and Place Setting) will be given separate grades for each of following:
Technical Quality: Illustrator tools were used thoughtfully to create interesting designs.  Only appropriate tools were used.  Details are assessed.  Use of layering, textures, etc.  Free of blemishes. 

Design/ Theme: Originality—clever but clear symbols/designs, attractive design, use of appropriate color scheme.  Design is consistent throughout all three pieces.
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
