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Plant Life in Colored Pencil & Pen & Ink 
FINAL PROJECT RUBRIC
For this final, you will complete two small projects depicting plant life.  One will be in Colored Pencil and one in Pen & Ink. 

1. Find 2 Photos:

You will search on the internet for one COLOR photo and one BLACK and WHITE photo.  Each photo will depict plant life.  This could include fruit or vegetable, leaves, flowers, etc.  There should be no other form of life in the photo—just plants!  

It must be a real photo—no drawings or paintings and it MUST have a BACKGROUND.
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Print your photos at 4” x 6”
Paper size will be 8” X 12” (2” grid)
2. Colored Pencil:

You will be expected to match colors as closely as possible.  This assignment is about color, so you will NOT be allowed to use black.  Instead, use your darker colors to mix a dark hue.  You will also need to use complementary colors to shade.  Ex. darken green by using red.

3. Pen & Ink:


You will practice several pen & ink techniques.  Then, use whatever techniques you choose to shade.  Remember—do NOT outline your edges!
