Ways a Focal Point is Created:


���Contrast: place an element that contrasts with the rest of the work in that area.  Examples: large shape among small shapes, geometric shape among organic shapes, bright color against low-intensity colors, smooth texture among rough texture, etc. Isolation: putting the object alone and apart from other objects. Location: The eye is drawn to the center so something near the center will be noticed first. Convergence: When many elements seem to pint to one object, the object becomes the focal point Unusual: object that is out of the ordinary.  “One of these things is not like the others”
