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Vintage Figure with Quote
What you need to provide:

· You will need an empty bottle (dish soap, pop bottle, etc.  Something with curves would work best)

· Found objects (vintage/ antique)
The Quote

1. You will choose a quote that will be on your Vintage Figure.  The quote must be approved by the teacher.  It must be a something meaningful and respectful.  Think of the Vintage Figure as presenting us with its WISDOM.

The Body
1. Cover your bottle with paper mache.  Your final layer should be magazine or scrapbook.  Your colors must go with the theme of vintage/ antique.  You may use browns and golds.  Any other colors must be approved. Consider a value change (ex. The bottom of the figure is brown and turns lighter browns as it goes towards the top)

2. You will need to work your quote into your paper mache body.  You may find the words in magazines or print them out.  The style needs to work with your vintage theme.

The Head & Arms

1. The head/ neck will need to be created out of something you find.  A spoon is an example but it is not limited to this.  To this piece, you will glue the face.  You may use a photograph of your own or one from a magazine.

2. You will need to add arms made of found objects and/ or wire.

Embellishments
1. You will need some embellishments added to create more interest and content.  These items will be attached to the body and should work with the theme.  The best projects would even have the embellishments tie in with the quote in some way.  

EXAMPLE:


The years teach much which the days never know.
Ralph Waldo Emerson
This quote makes me think of learning and time.  Some things I might be able to incorporate into my vintage figures would be: tape measure, calendar/ numbers, hands from a clock, bell (like a school bell), my face might look like it’s thinking or learning… maybe even expose the brain, beads on wire arms.. reminds me of an abacus for counting, old lock and or key, old used pencils (could break them and line them up)
Embellishment Suggestions:
Typewriter keys

Clocks

Gears

Clock hands

Keys

Locks

Vintage buttons

Rusty or worn metal parts

Old small tools (wrench, screwdriver, etc)

Hinges

Nuts, bolts, washers
Forks

Spoons

Measuring spoons

Small kitchen utensils

Very small light bulb

Thimble

Bobbin

Thread spool

Tape measure

Old stamps
Zippers

Dice or game pieces

You will need your objects to look antique or worn.  Consider adding paint and/or rub n’ buff to help age your objects.
