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Watercolor Dramatic Face

1. Take a photo with strong lighting.  Keep in mind that an area of the portrait will fade out into loose wash and splatters.

2. Using the app Snapseed, you can try using the filter Drama.  Style- Drama 2 Save it.  Try Style- Bright 2  Do any additional adjusting as needed.

3. Print as a Letter Size in PhotoPrint app.  Crop to an 8 x 10.

4. Grid 1” on photo. 2” on paper (16 x 20)

5. You will need to complete a strip of color samples and a practice area of the face to begin.
